The preparation of financial statement in conformity with the generally accepted accounting policies requires management
to make estimates and assumption, that affects the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent
assets and liabilities at the date of financial statements and the reported amounts of revenue and expenses for the year
presented.

Real estate inventory converted into stock in trade is stated at conversion value based
on its fair market valuation and development expenses incurred therefor.

Revenue Recognition
Revenue is generally recognised, when no significant uncertainty as to its measurability or collectability exists.

Revenue from sale of Real Estate is recognized on the basis of the “percentage of completion Method” in accordance with
guidance note issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. Revenue is recognized in relation to sold/booked
areas only on the basis of percentage of cumulative actual cost incurred thereon as against the total estimated cost of the
project under execution subject to such cumulative actual cost being 25% or more of the total estimated cost.

Retirement benefits

The Company’s contribution to Provident Fund is charged to Profit & Loss Statement. Provisions for Gratuity and leave
encashment are made on the basis of actuarial valuation and charged to Profit & Loss Account.

Borrowing Cost

Interest and other cost in connection with the borrowing of the funds to the extent related/attributed to the acquisition/
construction of qualifying fixed assets are capitalized upto the date when such assets are ready for its intended use and
other borrowing costs are charged to Profit & Loss Account.

Provision for Current and Deferred Tax

Provision for Current Tax is made on the basis of estimated taxable income for the current accounting period and in
accordance with the provisions as per Income Tax Act, 1961.

Deferred tax resulting from ‘timing difference’ between book and taxable profit for the year is accounted for using the tax
rates and laws that have been enacted or substantially enacted as on the balance sheet date. The deferred tax asset is
recognized and carried forward only to the extent that there is a reasonable certainty that the assets will be adjusted in
future. Permanent timing difference adjustments are not accounted for in provisions.

Provision/Contingency

A provision is recognized when there is a present obligation as a result of past event and it is probable that an outflow of
resources embodying economic benefit will be required to settle the obligation in respect of which a reliable estimate can
be made. These are reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and adjusted to reflect the current best estimates. Contingent
Liabilities are disclosed.
